The first activity session with the Pathway youth was September 15
th
.   

Committee members Karen Swartz and Bridget McConnell-Zagst were the 
leaders of the social interaction session that was attended by 14 Pathway 
youth.  There were two activities a BINGO-type game that had spaces with 
different likes (ex. Have you camped?  Do you like to cook?) and an M&M 
inspired ice breaker.  Everyone received a packet of M&Ms. Each color was 
assigned a topic and after discussion with their partner they were able to eat the 
candy.  Based on evaluations filled out by the youth, the class was a success, 
with a average rating of 8.8 out of 10.  One student commented about the 
session, ―The thing I liked was the M&M activity-getting to know you.  It was 
interesting to talk to someone who was willing to listen to what I had to say.‖  
Another youth commented, ―It helped me get to know something about 
everyone so I would feel comfortable being around them.‖   
   
The second activity session took place on October 20

th
.  Committee member 

Rosanna Fierro was the point person for this session titled ―Finance 101: How 
to Finance a Date.‖ After a brief presentation on financial basics, Rosanna had 
the 13 youth in attendance break down into smaller groups to play the board 
game LIFE AFTER HIGH SCHOOL. Each participant was assigned a job that 
generated a monthly income. Other cards and roll of the dice recreated typical 
real life experiences to illustrate to the youth the importance of budgeting and 
earning a living wage.

On a scale 
of one to ten, the average was an 8. One participant commented, ―I liked this session because it showed how to manage 
a budget and provided a glimpse into real world spending.‖ In addition to the providing the game, Rosanna created 
packets for each of the youth. The packets included a calculator, note pad, mechanical pencil and several pages of 
resource information that they can refer to when developing budgets, etc.
