Following the raffle, the last song played and the event was officially wrapped up
by 10:30 p.m. When asked about the impact of the prom and the programs that
preceded the dance, Pathway Caring for Children Executive Director Eric Belden
provided the following response:

My guess is when folks heard the Junior League was planning a
prom for foster children, a few eyebrows were raised. To really
explain the impact of the program, it is a bit more difficult to state, but
easy to see on the faces of the youth. Twelve months ago, our
children had a much different self image, which often developed from
years of abuse and neglect. But, slowly over the last year, a few of
those walls were broken down. The walls were broken down through
dance lessons and other activity sessions that provided lessons on
finances, etiquette, social networking and what to wear fashion tips.
It was amazing to see the faces of the kids when they talked about
how much fun they were having and all the cool new things they
were learning. Our kids were proud and they were gaining
confidence. Over the last year, one thing was different and one thing
was becoming very cool--the self image our youth had had changed
forever. Maybe a cycle of abuse was broken forever. | truly believe
the impact of this program will have a positive impact on our children
for years to come and that it will hopefully be felt by their children’s
children. | believe in this program so much that our plan is to
continue the prom well into the future of Pathway. | can’t thank each
and every Junior League member enough for their time and
dedication to the making a difference in the lives of the children.

To The Aultman Foundation, for providing partial funding for this project, and to
everyone who has helped with any of the activity sessions or who donated clothing
items, THANK YOU! It has been a great project. The best part, without a doubt,
has been watching the confidence of the young people develop.
