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Annual Report to the Community 2011

Pathway Prom Project

In March of 2010 members of The Junior League of Stark County voted to
partner with Pathway Caring for Children to plan a prom for foster youth ages
15 to 20. Pathway Executive Director Eric Belden, in his presentation to the
members, said that many of the youth at Pathway would never get to
experience prom. Getting to participate in a prom, he said, would help lay a
foundation of self worth that would have lasting impact on the lives of the foster
youth.

Over the course of the next 11 months (July 2010 through May 2011) League
members provided over 550 volunteer hours for the Pathway Prom Project
which included not only the actual prom, but also monthly activity sessions and
the creation of a clothes closet to provide the youth with their formal attire.

The monthly activity sessions focused on teaching the youth life skills in fun and
interactive ways. Topics for the sessions included the following: Social
Interaction, How to Finance a Date (personal finance), Restaurant Etiquette,
Dance 101, Dance 201, and How to Dress for Success. After each session the
youth were asked to evaluate the helpfulness of the information on a scale of
one to ten with one being not helpful and ten being very helpful. The average
rating for all the sessions was an 8.9. The highest rated session was
ARestaurant Etiquetted in which Lea

dining out skills such as table manners and how to calculate a tip. The youth
also learned about employment opportunities in the restaurant industry.

Pathway Prom Project  continued

A prom committee was formed from a select group of the youth. The committee met prior to each activity session and
worked with Junior League members to plan all details of the prom. Allowing the youth to be involved in all aspects of
planning, including working with a budget, allowed them to feel empowered and to also help generate excitement. The
professionals at Pathway noticed a great increase in the leadership skills and confidence of all youth, but especially in
those who worked on the prom committee.

The Pathway Prom was held on April 29" at Shady Hollow Country Club. The youth on the prom committee decided on

a Hollywood theme for the event. Decorations included celebrity cutouts, a beautiful Hollywood star backdrop for
photographs and centerpieces featuring gerbera daisy plants that the youth took home for their care providers as an
early Motherdés Day gift. Foll owing the prom, a final s e
included a photo album with pictures from throughout the year (something special for the youth who do not have many

photos of themselves), a disc of music that was played at the prom, gift cards and other items that related back to past

activity sessions.

Pathway Executive Director Eric Belden offered this summary on the impact of the project:

AMy guess is when outsiders heard that the Junior League
eyebrows were raised. To really explain the impact of the program, it is a bit more difficult to state, but can be seen in
the faces of the youth. Twelve months ago, our children had a much different self image, which often developed from
years of abuse and neglect. But, slowly over the last year, a few of these walls were broken down through dance
lessons, etiquette classes, and much more. It was amazing to see the faces of the kids when they talked about how
much fun they were having and all the cool new things they were learning. Our kids where proud and were gaining
confidence. Over the last year their self images had changed forever. Maybe a cycle of abuse was broken. | truly

believe that this program wil/ have a positive impact on

women, boys, girls and babies. The Domestic Violence Project, Inc., a private, non-profit organization established in

1978, is committed to providing a strong, comprehensive safety net for the families in our community.

Sustainer Project 1 Early Childhood Resource Center

Throughout the year JLSC sustaining members worked on a project supporting the Early Childhood Resource Center
(ECRC) by assembling early learning backpacks which are sold to schools and libraries across the state. The Early
Childhood Resource Center is a nonprofit organization whose mission is to improve the quality of early education and
care by providing professional development, mentoring and resources to teachers, caregivers and parents in Stark
County. Additionally, the ECRC advocates both locally and at the State level to increase standards and ensure children
ages birth to eight have the early experiences necessary to succeed in school. Volunteers completed simple tasks such
as laminating template sheets, sorting materials, counting toys and labeling backpacks. Profits from the sale of the
backpacks provide unrestricted dollars to support the programs and services at the ECRC.

Beginning in the fall of 2011, The Junior League of Stark County will be partnering with the YWCA Early Childhood
Learning Center to launch a Kids Connect program.

The objective of the project is to increase parental involvement with the children who attend the YWCA childcare
program. Positive parental involvement and interaction plays a significant role in childhood development. The YWCA
Center serves many children who have open cases through Children's Protective Services and may be at risk of abuse
or neglect, as well as children who reside in the homeless shelter at the YWCA. JLSC volunteers will plan and
implement five to eight Family Fun Nights for the YWCA Center children and parents to attend. At each Family Fun
Night, the children and their parents will participate in fun and educational interactive activities. Take home packets/
activity kits will also be provided to the parents to encourage positive interactions between the parents and children at
home.
